Back home in Britain, the people heard about how Florence was saving the lives of British soldiers. She became a heroine. 





With Florence Nightingale in charge, more and more of the men recovered, where before most of them had died.





She worked very, very hard. Every night she would visit every ward. The men called her simply “the lady with the lamp”.





She took 38 nurses with her, and they had to look after 5000 wounded men.





She was such a good nurse that she was asked to go and take charge of nursing the British soldiers who were hurt in the Crimean War.





Florence argued with her family, until in 1851 she got her own way.





Her family didn’t want her to be a nurse. They didn’t think it was the kind of thing that a “respectable young woman” should do.





Florence Nightingale was born in 1820. She wanted to be a nurse.





In 1907, she became the first woman ever to be awarded the Order of Merit. She died in 1910 at the age of 90.
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
